How can you help your child?
1. Treat your child with respect.
2. Show your child consideration.
3. Provide an environment with predictability.
4. Establish routines.
5. Consider that your child has a much slower sense of time.
6. Provide you child with the freedom to choose when possible. Limit the choice to two things and either choice should be acceptable. Otherwise the choice should not have been given.
7. Give your child many opportunities for success.
8. When consequences occur for the child, it is not necessary to lecture them on top of it.
9. Try to be positive in dealing with your child.
10. Use proper language in dealing with your child.
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
